While this 
course is designed to meet the needs of all educators, content might be most beneficial 
to pupil services educators and teachers of adolescents.

The program will then shift 
to what we can do as Support Staff and/or Professional Educators today to minimize the 
impact of childhood trauma as well as what services are available for those who have 
already experienced such trauma.  The program will also look at “Positive Childhood 
Experiences” as a means to mitigate ACE’s.
