Social, Emotional and Character 
Development (SECD) is critical to creating a 
safe and strong school climate. Research has 
proven that effective integration of SECD 
into school curriculum helps reduce behavior 
incidents, increases academic success, and 
enhances college and career-readiness skills 
in students. This introductory workshop 
addresses the importance of SECD, CASEL 5 
components of SEL and some simple 
implementations for educators. 
 
Participants will learn the efficacy of SECD 
in the school helping students identify 
feelings, regulate emotions, set goals, and 
problem-solve. Ultimately, students are more 
emphatic and tolerant of others, engage in 
healthier relationships and life-choices, and 
are better prepared for the 21st Century 
workplace. Through lecture, videos, and 
group discussion, participants will build on 
current practices to enhance SECD in their 
own schools.

3. Analyze current SECD strengths and 
challenges within the school setting.
